change.

Review and develop fit-for-purpose 
NCC provisions to reduce the risk of 
fire spread through external walls and 
cladding of buildings.

Review and develop fit-for-purpose NCC 
provisions – addressing one of the most 
prominent forms of building defects.

Structural safety and fire safety 
Prescriptive parameters for use of 
Performance Solutions to remove 
subjectivity in areas of high priority or 
high risk.
